1. Show rules: These will be available at the show. 

Show rule 28 - COMMUNICABLE DISEASES: NO EXHIBITOR SHALL EXHIBIT A CAT OR KITTEN WHICH TO HIS OR HER KNOWLEDGE HAS, AT THE DATE OF THE SHOW, BEEN EXPOSED TO ANY SPECIFIC COMMUNICABLE DISEASE WITHIN THE PERIOD OF 30 DAYS PRIOR TO THE DATE OF THE SHOW, AND NO CAT OR KITTEN MAY BE EXHIBITED IF THE EXHIBITOR HAS HAD ANY SUCH ILLNESS IN HIS OR HER HOME OR CATTERY DURING THAT PERIOD.  IN THE CASE OF A COMMUNICABLE DISEASE HAVING OCCURRED IN A HOME OR CATTERY A CLEARANCE CERTIFICATE WILL BE REQUIRED FROM A FULLY QUALIFIED VETERINARY SURGEON.  ANY EXHIBITOR WHO, IN THE OPINION OF THE COMMITTEE, SHALL HAVE MADE A FALSE DECLARATION IN RESPECT OF THE ABOVE WILL BE LIABLE TO SERVE PENALTIES UNDER THE POWERS OF THE COMMITTEE.  OWNERS OF REJECTED EXHIBITS SHALL NOT PERSONALLY ATTEND ANY SHOW WITHIN THE PRESCRIBED PERIOD OF 30 DAYS UNLESS IN THE POSSESSION OF A VETERINARY CLEARANCE CERTIFICATE WHICH MUST BE EXHIBITED TO THE SHOW MANAGER ON DEMAND.

2. MAINE COONS – Please note that ALL Maine Coons must be entered according to their colour patterns per the new rules passed by Governing Council in 2024.  Kindly refer to the SACC website for full details or contact the SA Cat Register for clarification.

3. Please Note: Emailed entries are preferred.  (If possible, please type the information onto these forms, save the file, and send it as an attachment to an email message to the show manager; or type, save, print and email.  Please avoid emailing large files to the show manager.)  All entries will receive confirmation that they have been received via email / SMS – if you do not receive confirmation, then your entries have not been accepted.

4. No entries will be accepted without entry fees and inoculation certificates.  Entries submitted without correct fees will be returned.

5. Please take note of Show Rule 19: The Committee may refuse any entry or entries provided that a valid reason for doing so is given.

6. If your cat changes status during the three rings of judging, it will automatically be moved up to the Grand or Supreme Class at no extra cost to the exhibitor, however the onus is on the Exhibitor when completing the entry form to ensure that all awards previously awarded are correctly listed.  i.e. the Certificate awarded and by which Judge at which previous show.  Any errors on the part of the exhibitor cannot be changed on the day of the show, so the onus is on the exhibitor to ensure that the correct information is provided at the time of entry.

7. Entry fees are non-refundable.

8. A show report for your cat will be available at the show.

9. Final show details and judges’ allocations will be emailed to you, so please ensure that the correct email address is supplied on your entry form.

10. Closing date Friday 7 March 2025. 

11. Exhibitors and members of the public who attend the show do so at their own risk and TCS/Paleo Pet will not be responsible for any injuries or loss sustained whilst on the premises or in the show hall.
